	ACTIVITATS:

	1a sessió
Label

Label things in the classroom. Help children with whole word recognition by using printed material as much as you can in your classroom. E.g.: Word cards used for labelling and directions. This can also be done with phrases. 

Read and do
Give children short written instructions on cards to follow. E.g.: Point to the window. Use other clues to understand the written word, such as pictures and sounds.
Read and say
Keep sets of pictures and new words and phrases children have learnt recently in a special display area.

To do this exercise, have two or three sets of flashcards with words on them. E.g.: name words, colour words, animal words, food words, sport words, etc.

You can use some instructions to reading.

Can you find your name card on the table? Pick it up and show us.

Can you find your name card on the table? Can you put it on the desk?

Who can find their favourite colour among these words? Can you read it out to us?

Who can find their favourite colour among these words? Good –can you tell us what it says?

Who can find a word for a colour?

How many other colour words can you read?

Who can find the word for “blue”?

Who can find the card which says “blue”?

Who can find a card with an animal name on?

What other animal words can you read?

Who can find their favourite food or drink? 

What does this one say?


	2a sessió
Read and say

Another way to help children with sounds is to let them play with the sounds as they repeat a word they are reading on a card or in their book, e.g. singing it or saying it loudly or quickly or slowly, or whispering. This playing with words obviously helps pronunciation but it also helps children remember the word.

Read and say

Write on the blank cards words children already known or half-known from their mother tongue (video, C.D., hotel, hamburger, football, golf, T.V., kangaroo, sandwich, elephant). These are words pupils may be familiar with, and will not have too much trouble reading.

Use these instructions to plan different things to ask children to do with these cards:

Choose any words for food. Put all the food words together in a circle/list.

Choose any words for drink. 

Find three words for sports. Draw a picture for three of them.

Read out loud four words from the song we’ve just sung. Match each word to a picture.

Come out and take down any words from the rhyme we’ve just said. Find a picture to go with each word.

Team A come and find three words you like best. Where are you going to put this word? Beside the…?

Team B come and take three words you like best. Where does this word go? How many are there left?



	3a sessió
Tambourine game
I stick up pictures of the six words on the board.

I use a tambourine to beat out the rhythm of the new words. 

I focus the children’s attention on the syllabic beat of the words.

I elicit the number of syllables in the words they are learning.

I let individual children beat out the syllables of the remaining words.

I ask other children to guess the word.

Match word to picture

Matching the written word to the picture on the board. To look at the words on cards. To put them beside the matching picture on the blackboard.

Right or wrong

Hold the cards in front of me so that the children can see them. I don’t look at the cards. I say one of the words. The children have to say if I’m right or wrong.


	4a sessió
“Clever parrot”

The children have to repeat like a parrot. But they must be clever parrots and only repeat the word on the card. The teacher shows a card to the pupils. He/She doesn’t look at the card. He/She repeats all the words. The children have to look and listen carefully. The children repeat the word that is on the card when they hear it.

Fast word-reading game

I use the word cards again. I turn over a word card very quickly. The children only see it for a second. They call out the word they read.

Label games

Play label games with groups or whole class, e.g. remove all the labels you use in class and get the children to stick them all back on again.

Word games

Use sets of words the children are already familiar with, e.g. fruit, animals, or characters from stories.

Play: what’s missing  / odd one out / dominoes / snap / bingo…
Wishes cards / Praise cards

Hand out wishes cards and praise cards with short phrases that children can bring home and read to their parents, e.g.

Wishes cards: Have a nice weekend. See you on Monday.
Praise cards: Well done. Fantastic. Thank you for a nice meal.


	5a sessió
Make reading cards

Let children make reading cards. They can colour and illustrate them. Keep the cards in pockets with the children’s name on the outside.

Make sentences

You can write words or sentences halves on separate cards and ask children to do one of these activities:

Make sentences using the words on these cards. They can be true ones. They can be false ones. Then can be silly ones. And then read them to their partner.
