Mammals!!!
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What makes an animal a mammal? Well, four things, really. Mammals breathe with lungs. All mammals are warm-blooded animals, which mean that the temperature of their bodies stays just about the same all the time. Even if it gets very cold or very hot outside, a mammal's body temperature stays the same. If a mammal gets very hot, it looks for shade or water or sweats. If a mammal gets very cold, it can grow thick hair or a layer of fat to keep its body warm.
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Mammals have skin and hair on their bodies. The hair protects the skin and also can keep the mammal cool or warm. The hair comes in many colours! Usually a mammal's hair helps it blend into its surroundings.
