WORKSHOP’S RULES

The rules of the workshop are these:

1. You can never enter the classroom if there is not a teacher inside.
2. Please, leave your bags inside the classroom but near the door. Take your books, notebooks and pencils.

3. Each pupil has a place in the workshop; it will always be the same. You must keep your place tidy and clean.

4. The work will be made in groups or individually. It depends on the activity. When you are working on your own, you’ll focus on your task and ask your teacher for help. When you are working in group, each pupil will be responsible for the task done.
5. There’s a board with all sort of tools. You must take the tools that you need, but you must replace them on the board when you don’t need them, so they are available for the rest of pupils.
6. There are many tools, materials and electric machines in the classroom. You must not touch or take any tools or material without the teacher’s permission. You must also ask for permission to turn on an electric machine.

7. Each day, there will be two students responsible for checking that all tools are collected and the workshop is cleaned. They will be the last to leave the classroom after the teacher has checked that everything is right.
8. If you notice that something is broken, you must tell the teacher.

9. You must tie your long hair up. It’s very dangerous to work with your hair loose.
10. In the workshop there are many things that you still do not know how they work, don’t forget to ask the teacher for help.
