DEVELOPING  COUNTRIES.  INTRODUCTION
Developing countries  is a project aimed at 14 year-old students who have already done some work on demography and  economy in MEDCs (more economically developed countries)  and LEDCs (less economically developed countries). It embraces content and aims from the Catalan Geography curriculum on the blocks of Transformacions i desequilibris en el món actual corresponding to 3rth of ESO.
The initial idea of this project was to deal with the causes of underdevelopment, but similarities with other projects lead me to focus on Developing countries. 
Why this project?  During years I realised that students didn’t know too much about poor countries and the reasons of poverty in the world. It’s strange because we have a lot of information about developing countries and the world in general (Internet, TV, radio, press, etc...). Personally, I think they must know the problems that there are in LEDCs to became more critical and responsible. Sometimes students think that everybody in the world has the same way of life as we have in developed countries and it’s difficult for them to understand that most of the population in the world live under the level of poverty (including developed countries).    
The project is divided into three units. The first unit shows many demographic features and problems of both, developing countries and their cities. The second unit shows several economical features and problems, from farming and industry to trade and tourism in LEDCs.  And the third unit summarize the previous ones mainly by focusing in two countries, Nigeria and The Dominican Republic. 
The most interesting feature of this project is the way that leads to the student to know and understand our World and its problems. 
The project contains different documents: Lesson plans (aims, learners outcomes, 4’Cs, competences, assessment), teacher’s notes (management, resources, timing, language support, key of the activities),  student’s sheets (activities), and supplementary  material  (cards, grids, power points and others)
DEVELOPING COUNTRIES as a project follow the main features of CLIL methodology. There is a lot of language support and visual organisers and not only the 4’Cs (cognition, culture, communication and content) are present in the whole project, but also it works with all language skills (writing, speaking, reading and listening). There are a wide range of activities and they are presented from easy to difficult ones (Lots and Hot) in each unit.  
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
