	Metropolitan Area
	Large population center consisting of a large metropolis or city  and its adjacent zone of influence (smaller cities)

	JOBS
	Primary activities give most jobs in a developing countries. A developed country has fewer primary activities and more secondary and tertiary jobs 

	TRADE
	A developing country usually has to sell raw materials at a low price and has to buy manufactured goods from developed countries at a high price

	POPULATION
	A developing country has a higher birth. More young children dying (high infant mortality). Life expectancy is short. In LEDCs population grows faster than in MEDCs.

	HEALTH
	LEDCs have less money to spend on training doctors and nurses, and in providing hospitals and medicines

	EDUCATION
	The large number of children and lack of money for schools in LEDCS mean fewer people can read and write (low literacy rate
