1.3 ASPECTES METODOLOGICS .
Previsié de la implementacié per al curs 2006-2007

mig.L’agrupament d’alumnes, en grup reduit de 12-13 alumnes en un maxim
de 17.

La dedicacié horaria, d’una hora setmanal.

Espai
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Els Tallers es realitzaran a I'aula ordinaria ,incorporant-hi en aquesta tots els
espais d’observacié i experimentacié que formin part d’altres ambits de
'escola, concretament quan es desenvolupi el tallers de 'aquari i I'hort de
'escola, ecosistemes que estan a l'exterior de l'aula ordinaria. Un i altre
s’integraran en la dinamica de l'aula.

En un principi la implementacié del projecte implica la propia tutoria, pero la
proposta esta prou dissenyada com perqué pugui aplicar-se a tot el nivell,
coordinant-me amb I'altre mestre de llengua estrangera que estigui assignat/
da al cicle.

Nivell d’aplicacié

A primer s’iniciara el “Project Ourselves”, que coincideix amb el projecte
d’aula de “Com creixem”. Part dels continguts de treball d’aquest projecte,
sera desenvolupat des dels tallers d’anglés. La previsio és d’un total de 30
hores lectives.

En la dinamica dels tallers, sera fonamental /a conversa guiada, intercalant
breus experiéncies que es facin en grup per explicar-les plegats. En primer
lloc perd, sera necessaria la creacié de contextos que promoguin la
necessitat de comunicar als altres nens de la classe, als nens del nivell o
cicle, als pares... el que s’ha fet als tallers.

En aquesta funci6 comunicativa la representacio ha d'utilitzar el llenguatge
verbal, tant amb explicacions orals com mitjangant senzills textos cientifics,
perd sempre recolzant-se en altres recursos com les fotografies, dibuixos,
grafics i murals, mapes conceptuals, eines TIC...

SATs

S.A.T.s (Standardised Assessment Tasks ) are statutory test the children are
required to take at the ages of 7 (Year 2) and 11 (Year 6).

In Year 2, pupils are tested in Mathematics and English, including reading,
comprehension, writing and spelling Teacher’'s own assessments in these subjects
and science are also recorded.

In Year 6 pupils are tested in Mathematics, Sciences and English, together with
teacher assessments.

Teachi y .

Pupils are mainly taught in mixed-ability classes comprising children from one or two
age groups. These groupings may be adapted for particular lessons e.g. Literacy and
Numeracy in upper KS2, which are currently taught in smaller groups.

Teaching will include a mixture of whole-class group and individual work as
appropriate.

Special Education Needs
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On Special education needs our philosophy is that all children are entitled to a full
education, offering breadth and balance , which meets their individual needs.
However, some children may require additional support and help. We have
developed good links outside agencies to assist us in our provision. We cater for
pupils with particular needs with mainstream school and through the use of support
teachers and staff.

The KS1 Department has facilities to provide for needs of pupils with physical
disabilities. Ramps have also been provided in the KS2 building to support pupil
access

Religious Education

As a Roman Catholic school the Religious Education provided is in conformity with
the doctrine of the Church. Our syllabus is based on the Archdiocesan scheme “Here
I Am” but as the whole ethos of the school is based on the Gospel values which
permeate through the life of the school, it would be impossible to isolate and
withdraw pupils from this area of school life.

Spanish

All our children have had a first Spanish lesson taster. Reception will begin in
October. Mrs Lyon, a teacher from Maricourt, will be taking some sessions.
From October she will joined by Miss Sentis Farrés, a teacher from Barcelona who
will be staying with us until June. | hope children enjoy this exciting opportunity of
learning a very popular modern language. St

St.George’s is also now linked with a Spanish Primary school in Madrid. We hope to
develop this link over the years ahead.

Homework

We strongly encourage parents to become involved in our Home Reading scheme.
This involves hearing your child read at home as often as possible.

In the KS2 Department, children are given weekly spelling and tables to learn.
Children are also asked to complete a piece of Mathematics and English work each
week. In addition , pupils will work on a topic / project over the year. In the KS1
Department, children may given a short tasks to complete at home e.g. learning
spellings. Other work may be set when and as appropriate.

A mathematics game lending library is being developed for the children to use at
home.

Parent’s meetings

An opportunity to meet your child’s teacher is arranged each term. In the Autumn
term a meeting is arranged for parents to meet their child’'s new class teacher and
hear about the curriculum their child will follow over the year.

Around February a meeting is arranged to discuss your child’s progress over the first
half of the year. Each pupil is given and annual written report in July and there is an
opportunity for parents to discuss their report with the child’s class teacher around
this time.

However, | f you have any concerns or worries, please do not hesitate to make an
appointment to see your child’s teacher at any time during the year.

The annual Governor’s report to parents takes place generally in the Autumn term .

The School Aims and Objectives

Green Park School has a warm, welcoming environment where all staff are friendly
and approachable. Children are inspired and taught with respect as individual needs
are addressed. The open plan setting makes it feel like one big community, where
children look after one another and feel safe.

The guide-lines for achieving this have been set down in the programmes of study
and statements of attainment in the New National Curriculum and the National
Numeracy and Literacy Strategies. The school will seek to achieve these targets
within the limits of provision.

The document "Learning for Life" contains the curriculum statement of Sefton Local
Education Authority.

Classification of School

Green Park is a community primary day school providing for boys and girls aged
from 3 to 11 years. It incorporates a nursery class, which provides, on a half- time
basis, for boys and girls who are at least 3 years old at the beginning of the term in
which they are admitted.

It is a relatively new school built in 1973. It has established itself in the area, and we
would wish you to consider it as part of the community.

The school is of open plan design accommodated within a single two-story building
consisting basically of two wings with a central multi-purpose hall. It is situated in
attractive grounds overlooking open farmland and the Cheshire Lines Footpath. It
also has extensive playing fields.

The building has 7 class units. Four of these class units comprise the Junior
Department of the school (on the upper floor), and three the Infant Department. The
Nursery Unit opened in 1994, which is a very important part of our school. Each pair
of class units opens on to a central resource area. This design affords opportunities
for groups of children to undertake activities requiring additional space and
equipment. Each class has its own toilet and washing facilities and coat-hanging
space.

There is a modern, fully - equipped kitchen enabling meals to be cooked on the
premises, an attractive dining area, and central libraries for both the infant and junior
departments.

There are also two multi — purpose rooms, one of which is an extensive computer
suite. The other room was built above the Nursery during summer 2000 and is a
valuable additional space for educational provision.

The current roll of Green Park School is 206 mainstream pupils, plus 60 children
attending the nursery class on a part-time basis.

In all but exceptional cases, the mainstream children are grouped in classes
containing children whose birth-dates fall in the same academic year.

Admissions Policy
Nursery Class:

Applications are accepted from parents who live within the Sefton LEA boundary. A
child's name may be placed on the official waiting list at any time. Children may be
admitted to the nursery class after their third birthday, should a place be available.
The normal times for admissions are September and January. Nursery class places
are allocated on a part-time (mornings or afternoon session) basis. Admissions to the
nursery class are staggered over the first half-term. The nursery class size for each
session is limited to 30 children.

If there are insufficient places for those children on the waiting list, priority will be
given, in the order detailed below, to children who:

* Have brothers or sisters who attend the school.

* Will have three terms or less in nursery before admission to school.
* Reside closest (in terms of walking distance) to the school.

« Have been on the waiting list longest.

Mainstream School:
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In accordance with Local Education Authority policy children are admitted to full-time
education during the school year in which they have their fifth birthday. Children who
are five between 1st September and the end of February may be admitted in
September. Those who are five between 1st March and 31st August may be
admitted in January prior to their fifth birthday. However, the school is usually able to
admit in September a child whose fifth birthday is after the 1st March.

The school's Reception and Key Stage One (Y1 & Y2 - Infant) admission number
limit is 30. Places are allocated according to the following order of priorities :

e Children who have brothers or sisters who attend the school.
e Children who reside closest (in terms of walking distance) to the
school.

The Admissions' Policy which refers to this school is to be found in the enclosed
publication "General Information and Arrangements for Admission to Primary
Schools,” published by Sefton’s Children’s Services each year.

Induction
The school operates an induction policy that is designed to make the transitions both
from home into the Nursery class and from Nursery (or home) into full-time school as

smooth as possible. This involves the following:

e Prior to admission to the nursery class staff are available to discuss
relevant issues with parents.

* Nursery staff offers a home visit to meet children and parents in their
own environment.

e Parents are invited to a meeting in the term prior to admission; in
which school policy, curriculum and other organisational details are
discussed.

» Acclimatisation visits are arranged for each child.

e« A comparable system operates for the second transition from the
Nursery to the full-time Reception Class. The children have regular
contact, and opportunities to mix, with the Reception class and get to

know their next teacher.

* Pre-school visits are arranged for those children who do not attend the
Nursery.

The curriculum

Current curriculum structure and philosophy.
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The school aims to provide a broad and balanced curriculum, incorporating National
Curriculum requirements. “Excellence and Enjoyment” is a current Government
agenda, which Green Park School recognises, where high standards are achieved
through a varied and exciting curriculum, enriched with first hand experiences.

Learning is interactive and engaging; incorporating the interactive whiteboards,
which are fitted in all classes (expect Nursery). Curriculum guidelines ensure
consistency and continuity of learning to take place throughout the school so that
each child may achieve, to the fullest extent possible, his or her own potential. A high
priority is attached to the teaching of all aspects of English, Mathematics, Information
and Communication Technology and Science - the subjects that form the core
curriculum. The school has adopted the 2004 Education Act — ‘Every Child Matters’.
Initiatives are in place to ensure children are cared for emotionally, physically and
socially also.

Religious Education and Collective Worship

By means of a non-denominational programme, in accordance with the 1944 and
1988 Education Acts, the school aims to develop an awareness of the importance of
religious and moral values and also to promote understanding of a positive attitude
towards other cultures and ways of life. Parents do, of course, have the right, under
the terms of section 25 of the 1944 Education Act, to withdraw their children from
religious education. Schools must offer religious education and provide daily
collective worship.

Children gather for collective worship in a variety of situations and group sizes
depending on their age. There are two whole-school assemblies (Monday &
Wednesday), and independent infant/junior or class assemblies on each of the other
three days. Each class presents an Assembly approximately once a year, usually
based upon the work they are doing, to which parents are invited. There are Singing
/Presentation Assemblies each Friday.

Sex Education

As agreed by the school's Governors there is no formal programme of sex education
at present. However when matters that come under this heading arise in either
health or science lessons they will be dealt with as felt appropriate in the
circumstances by the class teacher, bearing in mind the age of the children
concerned.

Race Relations

Since May 2002, following the Race Relations (Amendment) Act 2000, the school
has had a separate Race Equality Policy by which all governors, staff, pupils, parents
and guardians are expected to abide. Further information on this can be obtained
from the school.

Personal, Social and Health Education (PSHE) and Citizenship
We have elected to adopt the non-statutory guidelines on PSHE and Citizenship, as
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we feel that these are essential to the development of the whole child. We are
committed to the National Healthy Schools Standard. We work with the School Nurse
and many other agencies to develop this initiative.

Arrangements for Assessment

To enable effective curriculum planning and provision, a system of continuous
evaluation and assessment is made of each child's attainments. This relates to all
aspects of the children's progress, and particularly to the National Curriculum.
Teachers' professional assessments are made each year and reported annually to
parents.

Children who enter the school in the Reception class are assessed within the first 3
weeks of the first term, using PIPs (Performance Indicators in Primary Schools),
which Sefton Local Education Authority has newly introduced in 2005. They are then
re-assessed using PIPs at the end of the year to analyses their progress. In addition,
Nursery completes the ‘Plotting the Progress’ document and Reception works
towards the ‘Foundation Stage Profile’, which is continuous assessment throughout
the year.

Within each subject of the National Curriculum there are Level descriptions in the
curriculum 'programmes of study' stating what children should be taught.

There are eight Levels.

As children move through the school their progress is measured against the
objectives specified at each level. They will progress through the eight levels at
different rates. An average child, measured against national norms, should reach
Level 2 by age 7, Level 4 by age 11, Level 5 to 6 by age 14 etc. Some children will
make slower progress than this; others will make faster progress and go further.
The main point to remember is that children will be helped to progress at the rate
that is right for them.

These 4 age stages are known as 'key stages'. They help parents to know what
their children should be learning at various ages.

Key stage 1 is from age Sto 7 Key stage 2 is from age 7 to 11
Key stage 3 is from age 11 to 14 Key stage 4 is from age 14 to 16

Additionally there is the ‘Foundation stage’, which is Nursery and Reception (from
age 3 to 5), prior to Key stage 1.

As part of the National Curriculum assessment arrangements children are formally
assessed at the ages of 7 (which in 2004 became optional to be administered at the
school’s discretion), 11, 14, and 16 in the 'core' curriculum subjects of English,
Mathematics and Science.

The National Curriculum Assessment arrangements that apply to all primary school
pupils who will reach the ages of 7 (end of Key Stage 1 ‘top infants’ at Y2), and 11
(end of Key Stage 2 ‘top juniors’ at Y6) during the school year.

The Assessment arrangements will have two elements:

* An assessment by the teacher of each child’s achievements based on its
ordinary classroom work over the course of the Key Stage and finalised in the
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summer term.

* Nationally determined Standard Assessment Tasks and Tests, or SAT's,
completed and assessed before the end of the summer term according to the
appropriate time-scale and procedures.

You will be informed termly as to how your child is making progress in the
National Curriculum. Details of the latest school results in these SAT's are given
at the end of this booklet (Appendix A).

In addition to National testing the school also uses Nationally recognised
Qualifications and Curriculum Authority (QCA) optional tests at the end of each
KS2 year, as an internal assessment for teacher information and planning.

ORGANISATION OF EDUCATION AT THE SCHOOL

The school is organised into single-age grouped classes of mixed ability. At different
times children will be taught as a class, as a small group or individually, depending
on the work they are doing. It has always been the policy at Green Park to have
children working at a level that is correct for them. This is even more important now
that the National Curriculum has been introduced and within each class children may
be tackling different levels of the National Curriculum. Some children have ability in
particular areas, which may be significantly greater than that of their peers. It is
important that they are challenged so their needs are met, wherever possible, to
ensure that they fulfil their potential. The needs of gifted children will be catered for
by careful differentiation of the curriculum within the classroom.

The curriculum is organised within the following subject areas:

English/Literacy Mathematics/Numeracy Science
Information & Communication Technology History
Geography Music Art

Physical Education Design and Technology Health Education

Religious Education

It should be appreciated that the wide range of skills and concepts, which we aim to
develop in the school, are provided for by a range overlapping activities and
experiences, and it is impossible, and indeed undesirable, in reality to keep subject
areas separate.

Pupils with Special Educational Needs.

The school has a Special Educational Needs Co-ordinator who is responsible for
ensuring that every step is taken in order that each child's individual needs are met
and each child develops his/her full potential.

At Green Park we aim to encourage an environment in which all children are valued
by the whole school community whatever their individual needs and abilities. We aim
to support any children who are identified as having special educational needs by
providing them with work which will take account of their strengths and difficulties,
and with additional specific special needs teachers and support staff. This special
needs teaching and support will normally take place within the classroom, either on
an individual or small-group basis, as appropriate. At certain times of the week,
groups or individuals may be withdrawn for additional input by support teachers.
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In line with the Special Educational Needs Code of practice 2001, the identification
and provision for children with Special Educational Needs (SEN) follows a staged
approach.

If a child is causing concern to either staff or parents due to little progress being
made or a particular difficulty, a meeting of the two will take place and the child may
be given an Additional Response to their learning — being more closely monitored
and regular meetings with parents arranged. The SENCO (Special Needs Co-
ordinator) is normally informed but not involved at this stage.

If concerns still exist following a period of time, the child may be moved to School
Action stage and the SENCO will register the child and ensure that the teacher sets
targets and consults parents about these, to be worked towards at home and school.
Support may be provided in class via a classroom assistant or nursery nurse, and
children may receive extra help from our Sefton teacher.

Where little or no progress appears to be made, the SENCO, in consultation with
parents and staff, may move the child to School Action Plus. At this stage external
assessments may take place and additional support may be provided in the forms of
programmes of work to carry out in school and at home focused tasks with teaching
assistants etc.

Sefton authority now rarely gives statements of Special Educational Needs unless a
child is being considered for specialist provision outside the mainstream sector.

It is unlikely that additional funding will be given to individual children unless they

have severe medical, physical or learning needs, as funding is provided within each
class to provide for the children within it.
Children may move up or down a stage depending on the progress made or it may
be decided that they no longer need Special Educational Provision. Occasionally a
child may move up or down more than one stage. There is always close liaison
between the Support Teacher, the S.E.N. Co-ordinator, the Class Teacher and the
Headteacher.

For all mainstream children with Special Educational needs, reviews of progress will
be incorporated into the two annual parent’s evenings. However in some cases it is
preferable to meet outside of these times, or at more frequent intervals, which can be
arranged by making an appointment with the teacher or SENCO.

A copy of the school's SEN Policy and Sefton's "Children with Special Educational
Needs" Information for Parents booklet are available in school for anyone who
wishes to view them. If you wish to contact the school regarding Special Educational
Needs then please ask for the Special Educational Needs Co-Ordinator, or the
Headteacher.

The school has a Resourced Nursery, which provides additional support for a
number of pre-school children with Special Educational Needs. The procedures in
this case are slightly different, as is the funding. Parents of children who are part of
the Resourced Provision will have access to further information regarding this facility.

Arrival at school.
Children are expected to arrive at school before 9.00 a.m. but should not arrive

earlier than 8.50 a.m. The school cannot accept responsibility for children who arrive
early, so please do not send them before the specified time.

Entrances.

Parents coming to school by car are asked to avoid parking on the "Keep Clear"
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yellow lines adjacent to both front and rear school entrances; nor to bring cars into
the school car park. Local residents also require access to their homes and
driveways.

Outside normal arrival and departure times all visitors should report to the School
Office via the main entrance.

Parents are requested to respect and keep to this practice in the interests of the
safety of the children.

All external doors have push-button coded pads for daytime security.

For the Academic Year 2006 / 2007, 4 days will be allocated as occasional
holidays for both pupils teaching staff.

Meals and newly admitted children.

Newly admitted children will be able to stay for cooked meals or packed lunches from
their first day in school. However, the lunch hour can be quite long for young
children, therefore this is on the understanding that if staff are concerned over a
child's fretting, then parents will be asked to have the child home for mid-day meals
for at least the first week to give them a complete change from school, and to allow
them to talk about their experiences.

Lunchtime Arrangements:
School Meals.

Dinner money is collected by 9.15am on the first day of the school week. Children
absent on the first day of the school week must bring their money on the first day of
attendance in that week. Meals are cooked on the premises by Sefton Education
Authority's Catering Service and are of an excellent quality. There is currently a four-
week cycle, which gives children a healthy option and variety; dinner choices can
also be viewed from school.

The charge, set by Sefton L.E.A., is at present £1.30 per meal (£ 6.50 per week).
Money must be placed in a sealed envelope with the child's name, class and the
amount written on it. If you are paying by cheque, these should be made payable to
'Green Park Primary School'.
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It is not possible to cater for occasional school meals. Children who wish to change
from packed lunches to dinners or vice versa must give two weeks notice to allow for
adjustment of orders by the kitchen staff.

Application forms for free meals and other concessions may be obtained from:

The District Education Office, Bryant House, Maghull (0151) 520 1606.
The form should be returned to the District Education Officer.

Packed Lunches.

Children who bring a packed lunch to school are provided with a place to eat. Please
do not send anything in glass or a vacuum flask, as these can be easily broken. No
hot drinks should be brought into school, as there is a danger of scalds being caused
by liquid that is spilled. Water is always available to drink. Sweets and chocolate
bars should not form part of the packed lunch.

For yoghurts and other such desserts could you please provide a spoon clearly
marked with your child's name.

Children are encouraged to take uneaten food home so that parents can see how
much their child is eating.

| would add that provision of a school meal and facilities to eat a packed lunch are
privileges and not rights. This privilege may be withdrawn from pupils who behave in
an unacceptable manner during the lunch break.

Alternative Lunch-time Arrangements.

Children may go home for lunch if proper arrangements are made with the school.
Lunchtime arrangements may vary between going home and having packed lunches
but it is not possible to alternate between going home and having school meals.
Those going home should return to school no later than 1.10 pm. and report to a
member of the Welfare Staff.

Lunch-time Supervision.

During the mid-day break, children must be in school for the whole of the period.
They are supervised by senior teaching staff assisted by the School Welfare
Assistants.

Pastoral care.

The class teacher is basically responsible to the Headteacher for the welfare of all
children in each class. An appointed female teacher has special responsibility for
girls' welfare should such a need arise.

The school is in contact with agencies concerned with the welfare of pupils, and co-
operates closely as the need arises with Educational Welfare Officers, Social

Workers and the School's Psychological and Medical Services.

MEDICAL INFORMATION

Personal Information Forms.
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When your child begins school you will be given a Registration form to complete
giving details of places and phone numbers where you and your spouse can be
contacted during the day. This form also asks for medical information about your
child. It is important that the school is informed of any medical condition that your
child might have eg. Epilepsy, hay fever, congenital defects, allergic reactions or
allergies etc., so that we can take any precautionary steps that may be necessary.

It is also important that any new information about your child's health, or any change
of your home or place of employment address or telephone number, is given to the
school as soon as it is known.

lliness in School.

Should a child become ill or have an accident during school time and more
immediate first-aid becomes necessary, parents will be contacted at home or at work
and advised of the child's condition and asked to call for the child and assume care of
him/her. In cases of serious illness or accident the child will be taken to hospital and
parents informed as soon as possible so that they may reach the school to
accompany the child or meet the child at the hospital.

Medicine in School.

In most cases where a child has to have prescription medicine in liquid or tablet form
this will mean that the child is too ill to be in school and will be at home until all
medicines are finished. In a few cases however, a child may be well enough to
attend school but still need medicine during the day time.

It will be the parents' responsibility to contact the Headteacher to see if suitable
arrangements regarding the giving of any prescription medicines to children by staff
may be made within the school situation and it will also be the parent's responsibility
to bring medicines to school and to take the items home again. No medicines of any
kind should be sent to school with children.

Any medicines brought to school for a child should be clearly labelled with the child's
name, the dosage and when it should be dispensed. A note giving permission for
the medicine to be dispensed is also essential.

While all effort will be made to ensure that a child is given such medicine the school
cannot take responsibility for administering medicine, which it is imperative that a
child should have at a given time.

In some cases parents request that their child be kept in at breaktimes and
lunchtimes because they have a minor ailment. While we will endeavour to help in
these instances, because of problems of supervision we cannot guarantee that we
will always be able to do so.

Medical Inspections.

Your child will be medically examined at various times during his/her time at Green
Park. At the moment these examinations consist of the following: -

. Health interview with school nurse - during Reception.
. Selective Medical - Some Year six children are seen prior to going to
Secondary school.
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. Doctor's Survey -Any child who has a problem, i.e. visual, hearing,
asthma, etc may be surveyed.
. The Dentist inspects the teeth of children in Reception Class and Y3.

The School Nurse sees every child in every school that she is responsible for once
every year, to check height, weight and vision. On school entry every child has a
hearing test, which, if satisfactory, is not repeated except at the request of a parent
and/or teacher.

The school nurse no longer comes into school to do head inspections. When your
child's hair is being washed parents are encouraged to check every week for signs of
head lice infestation.

Child Protection.

Parents should be aware that the school will take any reasonable action to ensure
the safety of the children. In cases where the school has reason to be concerned that
a child may be subject to ill treatment, neglect or other forms of abuse, staff are
required to follow LEA procedures and inform Social Services of their concern.

HOME- SCHOOL CO-OPERATION

Home- School Contact.

| am always very pleased to speak to parents whenever they wish to see me. If your
child appears to have any problem please call to discuss it with either the class
teacher or myself as soon as possible as usually, though these problems may seem
major to a child, they can be very easily sorted out as soon as we are aware of them.

Most parents, when they just wish to see me for a minute or two, find it most
convenient to either call just before school begins or at 3.15pm. Unless | am
otherwise engaged | am always willing to see parents then. However, if you wish to
see me for a longer period, or you wish to ensure that | will be available, then please
phone or call in to make an appointment.

The same applies to members of the teaching staff who are most willing to give time
after school to discuss particular class-based problems with parents but it is only
reasonable to make an appointment if a lengthy discussion is envisaged, as staff are
often busy after school with clubs or staff meetings.

Parental help in school.

We are always pleased for parents to help in school in any capacity in which they feel
able. This can involve helping to transport children to games fixtures with other
schools, taking sewing or cooking groups, helping in the library, hearing children
read, developing computer literacy etc. Details of procedures will be given in the
school’s ‘Voluntary Helpers in School’ booklet.

It is school policy that all parents supporting children in school must have Criminal
Records Bureau Clearance [C.R.B.]

Home - School Agreement
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Following Government Legislation all new parents are requested to support the
school by signing our Home—School Agreement, a copy of which is enclosed.

Parental help out of school.

Many parents have asked how they can help their child out of school. There are so
many ways in which you can do this that it is hard to know where to begin, but below
| have listed some of these.

e Take an interest in everything that they are doing and take time to talk to them
about all sorts of things

» Encourage your children to take part in all aspects of school life, such as out-of-
school activities.

» If there is some homework to be done provide them with time and a quiet place to
doit.

e Particularly with younger children, hear them read regularly and also read stories
to your children. Even at eleven they still enjoy a good story.

» Ensure that they go to bed at a reasonable time - a tired child makes little
progress.

» See that your children attend school regularly, on time, refreshed, alert and ready
to work.

« Show by your example that you support the school in setting high standards.

¢ Help your child to achieve self-discipline and self-control by supporting the
authority of the school.

Homework.

All children are expected to read regularly at home and you can help your child
greatly, particularly when they are young, by hearing them regularly.

As far as other homework is concerned the school has a formal homework policy,
which may need to be changed from time to time. In addition, after parent/teacher
consultation children with difficulties in certain areas of work may need support from
parents in doing work at home to help them to acquire certain skills, mechanics and
facts. Older children are encouraged to develop private study habits as a preparation
for Secondary School.

Attendance at School.

The school is required to keep careful records of children’s' attendance and reasons
for absence. It is the parents' duty to ensure that their children receive full-time
education.

The Law presently states that children are allowed to be absent from school for a
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maximum of 10 days if the parents are unable to take their annual holiday during
school closures. This however is entirely at the Headteachers discretion and all
requests must be in writing prior to the absence.

From time to time it will be necessary for children to be absent from school. If this
absence is known about in advance, e.g. for a medical inspection or family holiday,
please send a note to your child's class teacher beforehand. If at all possible please
try to arrange dental and medical inspections out of school hours.

If absence is the result of illness and is likely to be of short duration please contact
the school, by telephone, as early as practical on the first day of absence and send a
note into school on your child's return. Any absence of which we are not informed will
result in the child being recorded in the school register as being absent without
authorisation.

If you wish your child to leave school early for any reason, e.g. a medical
appointment, please send a note in with him/her as under no circumstances will a
child be allowed to leave early unless we have your authority.

Children must always bring a note, written and signed by the parent or guardian,
giving the reason for their absence, either before the absence or when returning to
school.

Late arrival.

In cases of persistent lateness or if a child's attendance is inconsistent, infrequent or
erratic, the school will wish to discuss this with the parent, and if necessary, inform
the Education Welfare Officer so that appropriate action can be taken.

School Discipline.

A partnership between school and home is essential for good discipline. At Green
Park we try to instil discipline in a positive manner through the continual rewarding
and reinforcement of good behaviour. Children are expected to behave in a
responsible and acceptable way. Our prime aim is to help the children to develop
appropriate standards of self-discipline.

The school would wish to be informed if parents hear reports of unacceptable
behaviour and suspect that the school is unaware of the problem.

However, when school rules are broken it is necessary for the child to understand
that such behaviour is not acceptable and to be given sanctions that will deter them
from behaving in a similar way again. If a child's general behaviour is causing
concern | will contact his/her parents at an early stage so that together we can co-
operate to solve the problem.

The following sanctions will be used in school:
1. Removal of privileges:

Staying in school during playtime and lunch breaks, not representing the school in
sporting fixtures, exclusion from special treats.

2. Impositions:
The writing out of tables, spellings or other constructive tasks in school or at home.
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3. Being put "On Report:
Children who persistently disobey school rules will be put on report for a period of
time. Children "On Report" will be given a report card, which will be filled in and
signed daily by their teacher, taken home and signed by the parent. The card is
returned to school daily until the period of the report is completed. If a bad report is
made the period spent "On Report" may be extended either by the school or by
parental request. Parents will be informed prior to a child being put on report.

4. Suspension and expulsion:
In the event of a particularly serious incident or if a child persistently, over a period of
time, openly flaunts the school rules then it may be necessary to suspend or expel
the child from school.

Reporting to parents.

Part of our evaluation of each child's progress involves discussions with parents who
are invited to the school once a term during the academic year.

During the Autumn Term a more informal opportunity to meet your child's teacher is
given after your child has been in his or her new class for about five or six weeks.

Parents will be given the opportunity to see some of the schemes of work, which are
used, within the school and to have a chat with the class teacher to see how their
child has settled in.

The main Parents' Evening is at the moment held in March, when parents are given
an appointment with the class teacher to discuss their child's progress. A written
report of the child's progress is presented at this meeting and forms the basis of what
parents and teacher can discuss, with the exception of the Reception children where
discussion will be based on the Foundation Stage Profile. It really is essential that
parents take this opportunity to talk with their child's class teacher.

Both the above appointments will be in the evening to give parents the opportunity of
attending. Parents are particularly requested to attend punctually and to limit any
discussion to five minutes so that appointments with other parents may commence
promptly. Should matters be raised which cannot be dealt with in the time available a
subsequent meeting at a mutually convenient time can be arranged.

In the Summer Term a final written report is sent out for each child and parents have
the option to arrange an appointment with the class teacher if there is anything they
wish to discuss. Alternatively, if there is anything the teacher may want to discuss
with you, we may ask you to make an appointment.

These are the three more formal opportunities for discussing your child's progress
with the class teacher; but could | emphasise once again that if there is any problem
whatsoever that you wish to discuss with either myself or the class teacher that you
do not wait for one of these Parents' Evenings but that you come to school as soon
as possible. At your child's Class Assembly or other informal occasion when you visit
the school there may be the opportunity for a quick word with the class teacher to
see how your child is progressing.

The Annual Parent / Governors Meeting.
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Since 1987 there has been an Annual Parents' meeting when the Governors, when
parents have a chance to discuss the annual Governors' Report and the discharge by
the Governing Body, the Headteacher and the LEA of their functions in relation to the
school.

Friends of Green Park (Parent/ Teacher Association).

The association organises various events during the year including Dances, Quiz
Nights, Race Nights, Children's Discos, etc.

We are fortunate to have the co-operation, support and interest of the parents in
Green Park School and within the local community. There is a Committee, which
elects new members each September, and you are invited to join or support that
Committee.

Their purpose is threefold:

« To develop good relationships between home and school.

e Toraise funds to support the purchase of much needed resources to enhance
the quality of the learning environment for the children.

« To have a variety of entertaining and enjoyable functions for both parents and
children.

School Uniform.

It is the policy of our school that all children should wear school uniform. | look for
parental support in implementing this policy, so it may be helpful if | share with you
our reasons for being in favour of school uniform.

* It gives the children a sense of belonging and identifies them as a member of
our school community.

* It alleviates differences stemming from home background and parental
income.

e It reduces pressure on parents, by children, to purchase expensive
fashionable clothing with inbuilt obsolescence.

* Itis especially designed for the function it serves.

Our school uniform consists of the following items:

Boys: grey/black trousers, navy sweatshirt and blue polo shirt with school logo.

Girls: grey skirt or pinafore dress, navy sweatshirt and blue polo shirt with school

foge- Girls may wear trousers providing they conform to the regulation grey/black
trousers.

Summer Uniform:

Boys: usual winter uniform.

Girls: usual winter uniform but optional blue gingham dress.

Footwear should take the form of suitable black or grey shoes. Shoes with above
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average heels, boots, trainers and pumps should not be worn in school. In the
summer months sandals, which give suitable support, may be worn.

Physical Education.

This is an important part of our children's educational development and all children
must participate unless they are excused on medical grounds, in which case a letter
should be sent into school.

For health and safety reasons the following items of clothing must be worn for
physical education: -

Indoors:

Navy PE shorts and plain blue tee-shirt (leotard optional for girls) - indoor black
elastic-fronted plimsolls.

In 2003 the school introduced an optional Green Park P.E. kit that has proven very
popular.

Outdoors:

PE shorts and tee-shirt, trainers or outdoor pumps. Children may also bring an old
pullover or tracksuit top if the weather is cold. Some children may require football
boots.

It is regretted that pumps and trainers worn outside cannot be worn in the Hall
because of the damage that their ridged soles do to the PE mats, and also the dirt
which they bring in with them. Also the indoor, thin-soled elastic-fronted plimsolls are
not suitable for outside use. Children may do indoor PE in bare feet but this does of
course carry the risk of infection.

It would be helpful if you could provide a named bag to contain the indoor PE kit
which could then be hung in the cloakroom at all times for when needed.
The school provides special kits for teams fielded in competitive games.

Swimming.

Children in the junior classes may have the opportunity, at some stage during the
year, to go swimming at Deyes High Baths. A member of staff, along with a qualified
swimming instructor, provides instruction. It is a rule made by the Baths
management that all children must wear a swimming cap.

Girls should have a one-piece costume.

Boys should wear swimming trunks not shorts.

Jewellery.

Safety in school is paramount. In the interests of safety children are not allowed to
wear jewellery, including rings and earrings, in school. Children with pierced ears
may wear one small, plain stud in each ear.

Personal Property

Children should not bring to school anything of value. The school cannot accept
responsibility for any items or articles lost or damaged in school.
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Clothing

All clothing should be clearly marked with the child's name. This includes such items
as underclothing, shoes, socks and PE clothing. In the event of loss it is then a
simple matter to ascertain ownership.

Money

Children should not bring to school any substantial amounts of money unless it is
being brought into school to pay for any school activities. In such cases all money
should be brought in a sealed envelope marked with the child's name, class and the
purpose for which the money is brought. In this way if the envelope is lost and
handed in we will know to whom it belongs.

All monies should only be sent into school on Monday mornings or the first day of the
week in which the child is in attendance. This is a great help to staff when collecting
money.

Extra-curricular activities.

Through the generosity of the staff and some wonderful parents many out of school
activities are provided for the children. These vary during the year according to the
season and approaching events. They may include the following:

Netball, Football — both boys and girls, Tennis, Swimming, Cross Country Running,
Athletics, Recorder Playing, Guitar, Choir, Sewing, Art and Craft. The majority of
these clubs meet after school and children must obtain their parents' permission to
attend them.

It would be helpful if, before giving permission, parents discussed with the child the
responsibilities of club membership, with particular regard to regular attendance and,
in the case of instrumental tuition, a commitment to regular practice.

The clubs are mainly for the older children although some of them do take younger
ones from Year 2.

Charging for materials and school visits.

There is no obligation for parents to pay for State Education. School Funds and
other sources of finance are used to subsidise the wide range of rich educational
experiences provided. However, it will not be possible to undertake some activities
unless sufficient voluntary contributions are made. Therefore, could | ask that when
such a contribution is requested of you that you send in the required amount to
school.

Community Links.

The school maintains strong links with the local community. Links with parents and
friends, which flourishes through social and fund raising activities. Close links have
also developed with the above agencies.

The school is a regular visitor to St James' Church (Church of England) for festive
celebrations, which is always well attended by parents and relatives. The vicar has
been a frequent visitor to the school. The school also supports local and national
charities, where children get involved in the fund raising.

There are well-established links with other Primary Schools in the area as well as
with the local High schools. Many sporting and curricular activities are shared with
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the schools. Amongst other things this liaison is designed to enable the transition
from primary to secondary school to be as smooth as possible.

Transfer to High School.

There are three High schools in Maghull and each offers very good educational
opportunities yet each has its own particular strengths and specialisms. Many
children from Green Park presently go to Deyes High School. However, parents may
request that their child be admitted to one of the other high schools in Maghull.
