ROLE-PLAYS TO PRACTISE CLASSROOM LANGUAGE


These roleplays are examples of many others you can use to practise speaking.  They can be worked following these steps:


* Students read them in pairs.


* Students read them aloud.

· Students memorize them and perform the scene in front of others.

· They can practice in three steps, each time with less information.

* Students create their own scenes which can be recorded.

You can do all the steps or just one or two depending on the students’ motivation.

You can work on them in the middle of the term  and at the end and it can be a positive thing to use them in the English class.
