	2. Ask the children to take out their ‘route maps’ and explain the aim of using them (you might need Catalan).  Read the objectives for unit 1, talk about them and make them decide if they already can do that or not and circle the ones they compromise to learn.  Then talk about vocabulary: if they know those words or what other words they already know about ICT vocabulary.

	3.  Show them the poster about “learning intentions”:  one is for content, another for language and the last one for attitude. Go to the ‘ route map’ and tell them about circling the boats everytime they use that language.

	4.Explain to them they are going to work in pairs: ask for advantages and disadvantages.  Explain they will have to do a self-assessment about pair-work.
