DEFINITIONS

- A narrow strip of land connecting two larger landmasses. It has water on two sides.

- A pointed piece of land that sticks out into a sea, ocean, lake, or river.

- A body of land that is surrounded by water on three sides.

- An undersea growth of coral near the surface of the water.

- A narrow body of water that connects two larger bodies of water.

- A connected line of mountains or high elevations.

- A slowly moving river of ice.

- A group or chain of islands clustered together in a sea or ocean.

- A piece of land that is surrounded by water.

- A low, watery land formed at the mouth of a river. It is formed from the silt, sand and small rocks that flow downstream and are deposited there. 

- A large, flowing body of water that usually empties into a sea or ocean.

- A shallow body of water that is located alongside a coast and separated from the ocean by a strip of land or a sandbank.

- A large body of salt water that surrounds a continent. They cover more than two-thirds of the Earth's surface.

- A body of water that is partly enclosed by land (and is usually smaller than a gulf).

- A large body of salty water partly or completely surrounded by land that is often connected to an ocean.

- A low place between mountains.

- A large body of water surrounded by land on all sides. 

- A very dry area.

- A narrow body of water that connects two larger bodies of water.

- A very tall high, natural place on Earth - higher than a hill. 

- A long, narrow sea inlet that is bordered by steep cliffs.

- A ring (or partial ring) of coral that forms an island in an ocean or sea.
