THE DEFINITIONS:

- a place where wrestlers were trained, a wrestling school.

- a country estate and the most preferable form of Roman housing.

- a channel or conduit that conducts water over long distances usually by means of gravity.

- a place where sports competitions, like races, were held.

- public baths used by the Romans to bath, for entertainment, and for therapeutic healing.

- a large open-air theatre with rings of seats. It could hold up to 50,000 people. Shows such as gladiatorial games, staged naval battles and animal fights took place there.

- a covered theatre used especially for musical performances.

- a semi circular place where plays (tragedies, comedies, etc.) were performed.

- a place of business, a marketplace, a meeting place.

- a Roman public building used as an exchange and law court.

- a place for religious worship.

- civic and trade centre where all manner of commerce, governmental and judicial proceedings, and public assembly took place.

Activity 2.

Now you are going to see the world from a satellite. Get familiar with the mouse and the control panel because you’ll have to ‘fly’ to and ‘land’ on classical sites. Ready? Notice that at the bottom of the page you will be able to see some figures: they tell you the latitude and longitude of the pointer (for example, 41º23’12.79’’ N and 2º10’12.29’’ E would be the longitude and latitude of Plaça Catalunya in Barcelona). Remember we use degrees (º), minutes (’) and seconds (’’) to express longitude (N stands for North) and latitude (E stands for East). It is easier than you think. Remember that all important classical places are round the Mediterranean Sea. You won’t have to go very far.

Now read the following data about some important places in old Greece and Rome. Find them in the map and identify them. Finally, name the public buildings you can distinguish from a satellite view.
