They can be:
o Big (like a gunnera leaf) or small.
e Green, red, orange, yellow... Pigments give different colours to the leaves, for example,

Chlorophyll gives green and carotene red and orange.

e The leaf margins can have indentations (serrated leaf), no indentations (entire leaf),
lobes (lobed leaf).

e Simple leaves (made up of a single leaf blade) and compound leaves (made up of leaf
blades).
