UNIT 1 LESSON 1
START (10’)
Show a sheet  and fold it as a right-angle. The students follow the instructions. They unfold the paper and colour it, using different colours depending on the direction lines. 

Show the perpendicular lines and encourage the children to look for perpendicular lines in the class:         How many perpendicular lines did you find?
Ask if someone knows what parallel lines are:
 What are parallel lines?
The students make parallels with their papers. They fold the paper again, as they did before.

They colour the parallel lines using the same colour and look for them around the class:
                           How many parallel lines did you find?
Give booklet U1L1.
MAIN TEACHING (40’)
In pairs they guess how to draw parallel and perpendicular lines using the ruler and the square:
Did anybody find how to draw parallel and perpendicular lines?

Check the way the student have been drawing lines , then encourage the students to draw pictures using the ruler and the square.

When students finish their drawings, show a painting of a famous painter and the pupils look for the parallel and perpendicular lines on it.
What happens to the parallel lines?
Are all the perpendicular lines we find perpendicular to the first perpendicular?



Who knows the name for the angles where two perpendicular lines meet?
“Parallel lines are lines that never meet and are always the same distance apart.”

“Perpendicular lines are two lines that meet to form a right-angle.”

Display the students’ drawings,
ENDING (10’)

Show a picture of a famous painter and ask the whole class to identify the parallel and perpendicular lines (worksheet 1.1).
