UNIT 1 LESSON 5

START (10’)

Give out booklet U1 L5. Talk about it with students.

Explain that clockwise turns the same direction as the clock hands and anti-clockwise the anti clock hands direction. 
Tell children to stand and do a full turn clockwise, anti-clockwise, a quarter of a turn clockwise, a half of a turn clockwise,……

MAIN TEACHING (40’)

Ask children what happens when we turn some tools on or off :


What happens when we turn on a tap?

Children fill in a table, about clockwise and anticlockwise, on the board.

Ask how much a tap turns:

How much does a tap turns?
The children will probably talk about 1/2turn, 1 turn,…

Show a turn display and ask :
 How much will ½ of a turn be?



 How much will ¾ of a turn be?

On the display there is a hand to point to the turns (there are some actions written). A child says a turn (1/2 turn, 3/4 turn) and someone moves the hand . The rest of the class do what is written where the hand point is after the turn.

Pupils make a right angle folding a paper. 

Take a wooden clock to show turns (make sure they can read digital clock in English).
Put the angle up to the clock and in the centre (put the paper angle in different positions as children do not identify the angle only at one position). Establish that ¼ of a turn is 1 right angle. Ask questions:
 If a quarter of a turn is a right angle how much will be half of a turn?
Give small wooden clocks to the children to answer questions as:

Where will the hands be after half a turn, and after…?

At what time will the clock hands be at a right angle?

At what time twill he clock hands be at  two right angles?

It’s 8 o’clock, at what time will the clock hands make a right angle?
Students write down 6 positions when the clock hands are at right angles.

Suggest different clock times to the children and encourage them to measure the angles with their own right angle paper saying bigger or smaller than a right angle.

“A quarter of a turn is a right angle”.
ENDING (10’)

Encourage children to find right angles around the class (check them with the right angle paper).
