UNIT 2 LESSON 1
START (10’)

Pupils look for shapes in the class: 
What shapes did you find around the class? (pupils look at the vocabulary booklet U2 L1 pages 2 and 3 last column).
Draw the shapes on the board with their names. “All these flat shapes are 2-D”(two-dimensional).
 MAIN TEACHING (40’)

Students go to the playground in groups of three to draw all the flat shapes they see on a A-3 paper. 
They go back to the class and reproduce on the geoboard the shapes they’ve drawn on the paper:
What shapes did you find around the playground?

Ask such questions as (pupils have the booklet U2 L1): 

Can you reproduce all the shapes?
What is different about the shapes you couldn’t reproduce?

The shapes you could reproduce are polygons:
Could you explain what a polygon is?

“A polygon is a closed flat shape with straight lines. It’s got sides, vertices and angles”
How could we classify  polygons?

“ Polygons can be regular or irregular. A regular polygon has all sides the same length ,an irregular polygon has sides with different lengths”

“ Polygons are named depending on the number of sides they have got”.
ENDING (10’)
Bring the map of the playground to observe how shapes are represented: What’s the difference between the shapes you see on the map and the ones you have reproduced?

They say that on a flat surface all shapes have to be represented with 2D.

Homework worksheet 2.1 Identify polygons and classify them as regular or irregular.
