	· Language instruction
Give children worksheet 3.3 and a mirror to find out the reflections. They work in pairs.
After a while ask children questions about the findings. Discuss what they did.
Invite children to fold a piece of paper by the middle and cut it to get designs all around.

Ask children to fold another piece of paper, but now with designs in the middle.

Unfold the paper and compare them. Ask what is the difference between the two designs.

Encourage children to fold a paper into four parts and ask where it should be cut if we want designs around and if we want designs in the middle.

Ask children the same questions about folding the paper in four and eight parts.

Collect the answers and check them cutting the paper after folding it in different ways. Compare the results with the previous answers.

Give children worksheet 3.4. Work in pairs.
Encourage children to explain to the classmates the steps followed to find the patters.

Display on the windows some of the patterns. Cover the designs with silk paper.
Give out worksheet 3.5 and 3.6 for homework.

When we cut the rectangle by the middle the rectangle can become two squares or another rectangle.

We should cut by one of the edges.
We should cut by the top.

No, we will not/ Yes, we will/ It depends on the folding.
